PHILOSOPHY AND RATIONALE FOR THE CANADIAN MODELS

The Canadian Models have been created as a tool to provide direction and foster excellent performances, as appropriate for each specific category. The Canadian Models aim to achieve this through adherence, as closely as possible, to the FIG Code of Points and through the awarding of Canadian Bonus. 

Funding from Sport Canada, Own the Podium, and the Canadian Olympic Committee depends upon Canada’s performance on the international circuit. The priorities for earning funding include the following set of performance objectives for Worlds and Olympics: Apparatus Medal(s), qualification to Apparatus Final and ranking in the top eight teams.

The WAG PC of Gymnastics Canada is responsible for the content of the Canadian Models. Members of the WAG PC are: Chris Baraniuk, Debbie Calvin, Lisa Cowan, Kyna Fletcher, Matt McCann, Andrée Montreuil and Lise Gosselin-Simard.  Any questions about the models should be directed to Lisa Cowan. 

The 2009 FIG Code of Points will be applied to all categories as per the international trends.

DOCUMENTS

Coaches and Judges must have excellent knowledge of the following documents in order to work effectively with the Canadian Models:

SUMMARY OF CANADIAN MODELS

Until the next version is circulated, the Models will apply as described below.

The current models were designed subsequent to the Women’s Program Assembly at the annual general meeting in June 2010. 

The Women’s Program Committee designed a set of models to reflect a wide range of abilities and skill levels within the one Novice category. For Novices, the Canadian model is designed to specifically develop and prepare them for future excellence by incorporating various predicted international trends and directions. Novices will be evaluated according to the FIG Code of Points and are eligible to receive additional bonus through the Canadian Model. Two types of bonus are used: technical direction bonus (T) and advanced skills bonus (A). The advanced skills receive significant bonus as there is significant risk of a major error or fall. Good execution in performance is also rewarded.

The models are intended for coaches to apply for each gymnast, on an individual basis to optimize that gymnast's skills and abilities. Coaches may have different strategies for each gymnast, even on different events, depending upon the difficulty values of elements, the execution, the ability to connect elements and the consistency of performing skills and whole routines.

The Canadian model for Junior athletes is designed to encourage the performance of more difficult skills and thus higher D scores of routines through choice of more difficult single elements (D’s and E’s) and elements in connection. Good execution in performance is also rewarded. 

The Canadian model for Open athletes is designed to encourage athletes to remain active at this level of competition and to continue to perform at a high level of competition with modest adjustments to the FIG COP.

There is no Canadian model for Senior athletes and their performances are judged according the FIG Code of Points.

EXECUTION BONUS

The stability bonus was replaced by an Execution bonus (E-Score bonus). Harder content receives bonus with the Technical direction and Advance skill bonus. The stability bonus that was used last year promoted routines without falls, without addressing the overall quality of execution. The E-Score bonus will hopefully bridge that gap. The bonus is awarded if the E-Score (excluding the first fall) is within the range indicated in the tables. The WPC felt that it is possible for an athlete to have very good execution throughout the routine but still have one fall.  

Example: BB Novice – Bonus of +0.3 if E-Score is 8.5+ ((Excluding first fall)
1) Gymnast has no fall, E-Score of 8.5 → Bonus 0.3 awarded
2) Gymnast has one fall, E-Score of 7.6 (including the fall) → Bonus awarded because her E-Score, excluding the 1st fall is 8.6
3) Gymnast has 2 falls, E-Score of 7.2 (including the falls) → Bonus NOT awarded because 2 falls


CANADIAN MODEL BONUS (CMB)

· CMB is awarded in addition to the FIG D score. 

· CMB is awarded if the value of the element is given, according to FIG criteria.

· CMB is cumulative i.e. all points awarded through CMB, either Technical Direction Bonus or Advanced Skill Bonus, are summed together and added to the FIG D score to arrive at the Canadian Model D score.

· CMB for E-Score is added at the end of the calculations and awarded when the E-Score meets the requirement. On UB, BB and FX, the E-Score bonus will be given even if there is one fall, provided that the athlete E-Score meets the minimum required in the table. The first fall only is excluded from the athlete E-Score when determining if the bonus will be awarded. For example, on BB – novice, the E-Score bonus is given if the athlete’s E-Score is 8.5 (excluding the first fall) or above. If her execution (excluding the first fall) is 8.9 (or 7.9 including the fall), the E-Score bonus is given because her E-Score (excluding the first fall) is 8.5 or above. 

· CM Bonus is awarded for an element even if there is a fall provided the element is credited according to FIG principles. 

· CM Bonus is awarded for performing a series/ direct connection even if there is a fall after the completion of the final element of the series) as long as the connection is performed (as per FIG) without a:
· hesitation or stop between the elements
· extra step between elements
· foot touching beam between the elements
· loss of balance between the elements
· additional arm/leg swing between the elements 

· CM Bonus is awarded for performing a FIG connection only when the FIG Bonus is awarded and the connection is completed with no fall.

Open Tuck (Canadian Model)

The body is deemed to be in the “open tuck” position if, during the salto:
· there is a 90°  20 ° at hips and knees during the core part of the salto;
· And the hands did not grab or pull the legs

The element is considered in open tuck position even if the angle at the hips or the knees is more that 110° as long as there is visible bend at the hips and knees. If more than 110°, a deduction will be taken for “insufficient exactness of open tuck”. 


A Grab/Pull is defined as a firm contact of one or both hands with one or both legs.

If the gymnast grabs/pulls the legs, it would be a ‘Tucked Vault’, the athlete would not receive the Technical Direction Bonus. (See the Canadian Model Vault Chart)

A Touch is defined as a brief contact of one or both hands with one or both legs. 
If one (or both) hand(s) touches one (or both) legs, the judge will evaluate it as an Open Tuck as long as other requirements are met.

The FIG deduction “insufficient and/or late extension” (tucked vaults), will not apply to open tucked vaults.

Because there are no FIG vault numbers for open Tuck vaults, the coach will use FIG vault and add a ‘5’ as the last digit so the judges will know that an Open Tuck is intended. 

Required Technique for Layout Vaults

Please refer to the current FIG Code of Points and the current WAG Supplement to the FIG Code of Points for the required technique.

With reference to the Stretched body position that is required for Vaults to be recognized as being layout, please note the following:

· Article 7 page 18 of the Code of Points states in the 3rd bullet under Stretched/Body Position Requirements that: 
	In double saltos on UB and Vaults stretched body position must be maintained for a minimum of 360° 

· The FIG WTC Newsletter #29 stated that the degrees of body/hip flexion contained in the original Code of Points be deleted because the gymnast’s body position is now viewed according to the biomechanics of the element and the body ‘line’ demonstrated i.e. straight, or slightly hollow or slightly arched. Each of these positions is acceptable as a layout or stretched position. This information is also contained in the Code Supplement page 17 under Article 7 Body Position. 

· The FIG WTC Newsletter #30 also contains information about the determination of stretched or piked vaults when evaluating vaults with forward saltos and LA turns.

· For all categories, for vaults to be recognized as stretched, the FIG Technical requirements must be met or a vault will be credited a pike or tuck body position (and the corresponding DV) as appropriate.

· For Novice, a vault that is very close to achieving a layout position but is not a perfect layout and would likely not be credited as a layout by FIG standards i.e. there is a slight flexion at the hip joint will be judged as described below. 
-	A “close to layout” or “imperfect” layout vault will be recognized as a piked body position (and receive the corresponding DV for pike vault) but will receive the 0.5 bonus for layout and will not be deducted for insufficient pike position. This is being done to help bridge the gap between those vaults that are clearly piked and those that are clearly stretched by awarding bonus to athletes who are achieving a vault body position much closer to and almost stretched/layout.

ROLE AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE EXPERTS
The Models are the heart of the Women's HP Program.  They make it different than the program of other countries and are the only tool to guide the development of the HP athletes.  The JDSC wishes to ensure that the Models are a user-friendly tool for coaches and judges and are very well applied at National level competitions. The JDSC has given the responsibility of applying the Models during Elite Canada (EC) and the Canadian Championships (CC) to the D1 and D2 judges. To this effect, the JDSC has identified 4 high profile Brevet judges to act as Experts for the Canadian Models. They are assigned as D1 judges for the Novice category since this is the more complex Model. The four experts are:

The responsibilities of the Chairperson are:
-	coordinate the work of the Experts.
-	if necessary, update the “Impact” form before EC and CC.
· work with the person responsible for results and computer programs to ensure that the score sheets have all the necessary information.
· collect and check the Models Impact forms after EC and CC, prepare a brief summary of the problem areas and recommend solutions to the Program Director WAG in preparation for the Coaches debriefing meeting; return the forms to the Program Director WAG before leaving the competition.

The responsibilities of the Experts on their respective apparatus are:
1) 	to act as resource persons for: the judges and coaches during EC and CC, and the ADSC and the JDSC with regard to developing or updating the Models
2) 	to brief the judges before EC and CC
3) 	to answer clarification questions from the judges and possibly the coaches (if not settled at the apparatus) during EC and CC;
4) 	to identify problems with application of the Models during CC and EC, inform the Chair of the group, find immediate solutions whenever possible in consultation with the National Coach and the Women’s Program Director;
5) 	to analyze the Models after EC, report the problems (solved and unsolved) in more detail and recommend changes (extremely few) for immediate implementation to the Program Director WAG;
6) 	to analyze the Models after the CC, report problems (solved and unsolved) in more detail and recommend changes for the next gymnastic season to the Chair of the group and  the Program Director WAG;
7) 	if necessary, to send the changes to the Models judging sheets to the person responsible of the Canadian Models Judging Sheets. 
Gord Bennett has been appointed to update the judging sheets for Vault, Bars, Beam and Floor. Andrée Montreuil (WAG PC) will offer support to this portfolio. Judges are invited to provide regular feedback to the Experts to ensure that we have an optimal use of the Model.
DETERMINATION OF CANADIAN D-SCORES AND FINAL SCORES

The D 1 and D2 judges must maintain an accurate record of both the FIG D score as well as all components of the Canadian D score so that a coach may approach the D1 for a clarification on a flashed D score.
